All persons collecting children who are
not already known to staff on duty will need to
supply us with photo identification.

Please understand that by signing your child
into care at our Centre you are agreeing that
your child is well and fit to participate in play.
If, in the opinion of the Centre Director or
Responsible Person, your child is not fit to
attend or becomes unwell, you will be called
to collect your child.

Please notify the centre if your child will not be
attending during their booked days. If not
nofified, there will be a non-notification
absent fee applied.

PICK UP AND DROP OFF

STOPPING zone at the gate. Please park your car
further down on Stanley Road in designated spaces
and walk. Please note, there is a $15 fee for children
who are not signed-in/out.
