(Before School Care, After $15 requirement that every child in attendance at the centre is signed in (in Before School and Vacation Care) and
School Care and Vacation signed out (in After School Care and Vacation Care) by a parent/guardian or authorised nominee only aged 18 or
Care) over. Children are not allowed to sign themselves out. Having this fee helps to ensure the safety and
accountability of all children enrolled at the centre as it is not the responsibility of the centre.
